Deficit Reduction Act: Major Areas

of Long-Term Services Reform

* Asset Transfers: New prohibitions before qualifying for
Medicaid

* Long-Term Care Partnership Program: New opportunities
for states

* Family Opportunity Act: New state option to permit families
of children with disabilities to purchase Medicaid

* Money Follows the Person Demonstration: Competitive
grant program to transition people from institutions to the
community

* Home- and Community-Based (HCBS) Services: New
Option to provide HCBS services without a waiver

* Cash and Counseling: New option to permit consumer
direction without a waiver
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Key Asset Tranﬁ?:er Provisions in
the Deficit Reduction Act

* Penalty Period Changes: Requires states to lengthen the
look-back period from 3 to 5 years and changes start of
penalty from date of transfer to date of Medicaid eligibility

* Hardship Waiver: Exception from penalty in cases when
health or life endangered; potentially significant barriers to use

* Treatment of Annuities: Requires annuities to be disclosed
and state named as a remainder beneficiary

* Mandatory “Income-First” Rule: Requires states to
consider all income of institutionalized spouses to meet the
minimum monthly maintenance needs allowance for
community spouses

* Excluded Coverage for Substantial Home Equity: Persons
become ineligible with home equity in excess of $500,000-
750,000, as set by state

Key Long-Term Care Partnership
Provisions in the Deficit Reduction Act

* Expanded Authority: Permits new partnership programs in
every state

+ NAIC Model Regulations: Eligible partnership programs
must adopt model standards

« Portability of Partnership Policies: Requires Secretary to
develop standards for uniform reciprocal recognition of
partnership policies across states

« Clearinghouse for Long-Term Care Information:
Appropriates $3 million per year to educate and assist
consumers about Medicaid and private long-term care
insurance
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
